Armed Robbery | Assault & Battery on a Law Enforcement Officer [LEO] – On May 

18 at 8:17AM, officers responded to the Quality Inn located at 1109 Horner Rd. in 

Woodbridge (22191) to investigate a robbery. The investigation revealed the victim, a 41-

year-old woman, was with two men who in her room when one of the men brandished 

a firearm. The suspects took the victim’s purse and phone before leaving in the victim’s 

vehicle. While investigating the incident, one of the men, identified as the accused, 

returned to the hotel where he was detained. As officers escorted the accused out of the 

hotel, he actively resisted and kicked an officer. Minor injuries were reported. Following the investigation, 

the accused, identified as Howard Bernard JENKINS, was arrested. The investigation continues as officers 

attempt to identify the suspect(s) involved.
