What’s Next

Land Acquisition and Utilities

The improvements to Logmill Road will require easements and/or minor
acquisition of property from parcels adjacent to the proposed project. No
commercial, residential, or non-profit organization relocations are
required. As the project further develops and is finalized, easements for
maintenance, construction, drainage, and utility relocations may be
required beyond the proposed easements shown on the project plans
presented tonight. Property owners will be informed of the exact location
of these easements during the land acquisition process prior to
construction.

If right of way is required for the project, the land acquisition program will
be conducted in accordance with the Uniform Relocation and Real Estate
Property Acquisition Act of 1970, as amended. This project has been
developed in accordance with Executive Order 12898, Federal Actions to
Address Environmental Justice in Minority Populations and Low Income
Populations. No low income or minority populations have been identified
in the study area thus none will be disproportionately impacted by this
project.
