a 1 gallon of water per person, per day for 3 days for drinking and hygiene

a 3 days of food that won't spoil and doesn’t need electricity to prepare
a A written family emergency plan

O A battery powered and/or hand-crank radio and extra batteries

Q A change of clothes for each person

If you have to evacuate, take your Kkit.
Keep it in an easily portable container, in an easily accessible place.
